ABOUT THE SPEAKERS 
 
BILL FONTENOT received his M.S. in Freshwater Fish 

Ecology from the University of Louisiana at Monroe and then 

spent time in the Ph.D. program in Ichthyology at the Univer-
sity of Alabama.  In 1986, he began work as Curator of Natu-

ral Sciences at the Lafayette Natural History Museum, then 

became Manager of the Acadiana Park Nature Center, from 
which he retired in 2008.  Since 1987 he and his wife Lydia 

have operated Prairie Basse, a wildlife plant nursery.  Bill has 

lectured and led guided tours from Austin to Atlanta to New 
York.  He has published over 1,000 natural history articles and 

authored/co-authored a number of books.  He was honored by 

receiving the Louisiana Wildlife Federationôs Professional 
Conservationist of the Year award in 2001;  the Louisiana 

Ornithological Societyôs Presidentôs Award in 2009;  and the 

Louisiana Native Plant Societyôs Karlene DeFatta Award in 

that same year. 

 

LELIA KELLY is an Associate Extension Professor and the 
Consumer Horticulture Specialist for the Mississippi State 

University Extension Service.  She also heads up the Master 

Gardener Program statewide.  With both M.S. and Ph.D. de-
grees in Horticulture from Mississippi State, she has worked 

for Extension for ten years.  Prior to this, she owned and oper-

ated two businesses, a landscape design and consulting busi-
ness and a wholesale herb greenhouse operation.  A frequent 

speaker at gardening events in the Southeast, Lelia is a regular 

contributor to Mississippi Gardener and also writes for other 
gardening publications as well as newspapers.  She lives and 

gardens in the country west of Corinth, Mississippi. 

 
CHARLES ALLEN, Ph.D., a biology Professor at the Uni-

versity of Louisiana at Monroe before retiring, is currently a 

Botanist at Fort Polk.  He has attended all of our festivals, 
giving invaluable contributions with his programs, plant walks 

and displays.  Active with the Louisiana Native Plant Society 

and the Cajun Prairie Habitat Preservation Society, Charles is 
the co-author of several books on native plants.  He and his 

wife Susan operate Allen Acres B & B, a nature-oriented 

facility located in Vernon Parish in west central Louisiana.  
The site is a 26-acre wooded paradise that is listed as a state 

Natural Area.  The gardens are specifically designed to attract 

butterflies and hummingbirds as well as numerous other birds. 
 

ROBIN BRIDGES recently retired after 25 years as County 

Agent with the LSU AgCenter, most of that time in Claiborne 
Parish.  He currently works as County Extension Agent and 

Staff Chair for Union County with the University of Arkansas 

Division of Agriculture.  He states that the Union County 
Master Gardenerôs program is one of the best in the state and 

that he has been enthusiastically welcomed by their members.  
Louisianaôs loss, Arkansasô gain.  Like Robin, his family 

members are all involved in the field of science, either in their 

work or in their course of study.  His wife Gail is currently 
pursuing a Ph.D in Environmental Chemistry;  their son, who 

has received his M.S., is Manager for the LSU Veterinary 

Science Research Farm in Baton Rouge;  and their daughter is 
pursuing her Masterôs Degree in Forest Ecology at the Univer-
